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The Teacher Academy of Maryland (TAM) is a State-approved Career and Technology Education (CTE) program of study.  This program was developed collaboratively among fifteen (15) local school systems, eleven (11) community colleges, four (4) four-year institutions, and representatives from the University System of Maryland, the Maryland Higher Education Commission, and the Maryland State Department of Education.   TAM aims to address the teacher shortage by creating a pipeline of future teacher candidates, starting with establishing Future Educators Association (FEA) chapters in local school systems, preferably in middle grades/schools.  TAM students remain active FEA members throughout their high school experience and are encouraged to pursue post-secondary degrees and careers in education.

Program Expectations


Successful TAM program completers must finish the program of study with an overall average of 3.0 in the four TAM courses with no grade lower than 2.0 in any of the TAM courses.  Students must also pass all of the high school assessments (HSAs), remain active members of the Future Educators Association (FEA), complete a program portfolio, and achieve the State of Maryland cut-off score for ParaPro.





Program Benefits


Successful TAM program completers who apply to, are accepted by, and enroll at Towson University will receive three (3) articulated undergraduate credits in Towson’s Core Curriculum.  They are also eligible for a $1000 per year scholarship for up to four (4) years, as long as they remain active education majors at Towson University.

TAM offers students interested in the education profession a program in the Education and Training Services Pathway of the Human Resources Services Cluster. This State-approved CTE career pathway is built upon a program of study that is aligned with the Interstate Teacher Assessment and Support Consortium (InTASC). TAM’s program of study is based upon outcomes of the Maryland Associate of Arts in Teaching (A.A.T.) degree which aligns with the National Council for the Accreditation for Teacher Education (NCATE) standards. TAM exposes students to rigorous course work and college-level texts. Successful TAM program completers have the potential to be awarded three (3) undergraduate credits at institutions of higher education that have executed articulation agreements with local school systems. 
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
